ANERICAN HUSTLE WRECKING

“Crying Nesd of the Present Day is a
Rezalization that We Live Too
Fast.”

New York—The records of Ameri-
can life and more especially of Ameri-
can hustie are to be found in the

many insane asylums of the country
is the opinion of Dr. N. Allen Starr,
wha wsed the Academy of Med-
icine here

“The crying need of the present
day.,” continued Dr. Starr, “is a realiz-
ation that we live too fast; that we
work too hard; that we strive too
intensely; that we feel too keeniy.
Moderation, not excess, leads to
health.”

The meeting was called’ to discuss
the prevention of insanity on the the-
ory that many now incurable
are the resunlt of comparatively triv-
ial causes,which, il their seouelae had
been wisely foreseen, might have been
before they become irreme-

Dr. Albert Warren Ferris, president
of the state lunacy commission, esti-
mated that almost half the cases of
insanity under observation in state
hospitals were result of loose liv-
ing and nervous strain.

Homer Folks, secretary of the
state charities aid association, em-
phasized this relation between loose
living and insanity, a relation., he
said, insufficiently understood, and
one which it is planned to make
plainer to the layman in a special
series of articles for general distribu-
tion.

In the last ten vears, said Dr. Fer-
ris, while the population of the state

has increased 47.6 per cent, the num-
ber of insane has increased 1039 per
cent, making a totzl of 32,659 mental-
lv deranged persons now in the siate.
Nearly hal{ of these were of foreign
birth.
