The above articie from the Times
was published in answer to what we
said about the People’'s State Bank
case and the loss of 85,000 of Sher-
man county’'s money there n. The
Times says that the case sight
ed by us was brougnt in 1896 which,
wag true, and the “depository law
now appearing on the statute books
of Nebraska was amended in 1807,"
which is also true, “and the Sher.
man county money was placed i
the People’'s State bank under the
present depository law. ' This is not
true, but abzolutley false, and if the
Times man had taken a little time
aod pains he would find that infor
mation was filed against Albert T.
Nichols aod Jobn H. Wilson on
April. 2nd, 1893, for receiving money
after the bank was kKpnown to be
insolvent. He would have learn.
ed, if he has forgotten, that it was
at that time that Shermean county
lost its money, in the People's State
Bank, and that, then was the time
for our reformers? who have been
long on ¢“windy pretentions’”, and
short on falfilling their promises, to
bhave made themselves a lasting rec-
cord by going after tht County Treas-
urer and his bondsmen, and bave
collected the amount then due the
county, as did the authorities of Hall
county, They collected something
like $£13,000.00 from their defaulting
treasurer, and his bondsmen, which
action the Times man says was be.
gun in 1896. That being true why
was it that the authorites of this
county did not begin an action io
1896, or even before that time, as
S8herman  county's money was
squandered in 1895. And the same
law was oo the statute bocks in 1895
a8 in 1896.

The thing for the big Injun in the
Times office to do is to quittrying to
mislead its readers, in this matter,
and tell them the truth as it is, and
as the records show them te be, Aod
if he realy was in earnest about his
reform, when thie money was lost,
would have placed the following at
the head of every editorial be put in
his paper, “Mike, put it back', and
would have kept it there, uatil com-
plied with.
