There are more than half a hundred
women {n the United States who earn
a living, and a good one at that, by
acting as “drummers,” or commercial
travelers, for business houses. One of
the most siccessful of these saleswom-
en is not of the opinion that all mem-
bers of her sex could do as well as she
has done. *“The women who have
made a success on the road,” she said
recently, “are the women who would
have made a success in any line of
work they took up. There is the rank
and file in every business, but I think
that fewer women go on the road now
than did a few years ago.

“Men do not regard the woman com-
mercial traveler with favor, and many
houses employ them simply as an ad-
vertisement to attract attention to
their goods and make them talked
about in the small towns. Other houses
refuse to. lLave a woman represent
them on the road, and there are still
others who find that the per cent of
sales by their feminine representa-
tives 18 as large, if not larger, than by
the men who made the same territory.

“The work is hard, but less hard
than that of a clerk who stands still
all day behind a counter, and the pay
{s better. Most traveling saleswomen
can make at least $1,000 a vear, and
few clerks receive more than §$15 a
week. Some routes are pleasanter
than othdérs, and it is not always agree-
