November of 1874 and bas three
sons, each one a graduate of the
state university. John B. Barnes,
jr., is superintendent of the city
schools of Tekamah and bhas been
admitted to the bar of Nebraska.
Guy W. Barnes, the second son, is
in the employ of the American Beet
Sugar company here haviog grad-
uated in the scientific department al
the state university. Alfred Kim
bal] Barnes, thé third son, is a fel
low and one of the instructors in the
departments of mental philosophy in
the umversity. He graduated iu
1902,

Judge Barnes has bad a Jong and
honorable career as a lawyer and
public official. He was elected dis-
trict attorney for the Sixth Judieial
