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PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT NO. ONE.

The following proposed amendment to
the constitution of the State of Nebraska,
as hereinafter set forth in full, is sub-
mitted to the electors of the State of Ne-
braska, to be voted upon at the general
election to be held Tuesday, November
Sth, A, D. 1912,

“AN ACT ror a joint resolution propos-
ing amendment to Section 1 and Sec-
tion 10 Article 3 of the Constitution of
the State of Nebraska, and supplement-
ing Article entitled ‘Amendments.’

Be it Resolved and Enacted by tne Legis-
lature of the State of Nebraska:
Section 1. That at the general election

for state and legislative otficers to be

held on the Tuesday succeeding the first

Monday in November, 1912, the foilowing

provisions be proposed and submitted as

amendment to Section 1 and Section 10

of Article 3 of the Constitution of the

State of Nebraska:

Section 2. That Section 1 of Article 3
of the Constitution of the State of Ne-
})ra.zk.u. is hereby amended to read as fol-
ows:

Section 1. The legislative authority of
the state shall be vested in a legisiature

| consisting of a senate and house of repre-

sentatives, but the peopla reserve 1w
themseives power to propose laws, and
amendments to the constitution, and to
enact or reject the same at the polis in-
dependent of the legislature, and also re-
serve power at their own option to ap-
prove or reject at the polls any act, item,
section, or part of any act passed by the
legislature,

Section 1A. The first power reserved
by the people is the initlative. Ten per
cent of the legal voters of the state, 80
distributed as to include five per cent of
the legal voters in each of two-fifths of
the counties of the state, may propose
any measure by petition. which shall
contain the full text of the measure so0
proposed. Provided, that proposed Con-
stitutional Amendments shall require a
petition of fifteen per cent of the legal
voters of the State distributed as above
provided. Initiative petitions (except for
municipal and wholly local legislation)

| shall be filed with the Secretary of State

and be by him submitted to the voters at
the first regular state election held not
less than four months after such filing.
The same measure, elther in form or in
essential substance, shall not be sub-
mitted to the people by initiative petition
(elther affirmatively or negatively)
oftener than once in three years., If con-
fiicting measures submitted to the people
at the same election shall be approved.
the one receivimg the highest number of
affirmative wvotes shall thereby become
law as to all conflicting provisions. The
Constitutional limitations as to scope and
subject matter of statutes enacted by the

| legislature shall apply to those enacted
| by the initiative.

Section 1B. The second power reserved
is the referendum. It may be ordered by
a petition of ten per cent of the legal
voters of the state, distributed as re-
quired for initiative petitions. Referen-
dum petitions against measures passed
by the legislature shall be filed with the
Secretary of State within ninety days
after the legislature enacting the same
adjourns sine die or for a period longer
than ninety days; and elections thereon
shall be had at the first regular state
election held not less than thirty days
after such filing.

Section 1C. The referendum may be
ordered upon any act except acts making
appropriations for the expenses of the
state government. and state institutions
existing at the time such act is passed.
When the referendum is ordered upon an
act or any part thereof it shall suspend
its operation untili the same 1s approved
by the voters; provided, that emergency
acts, or acts for the immediate preserva-

| tlon of the public peace, health, or safety

| ber of the legislature of the ri

shall continue in effect. until rejected by
the voters or repealed bv the legislature.
Filing of a referendum petition against
one or more items, sectlons, or paris of
an act shall not delay the remainder of
the measure from becoming operative.
Section 1D. Nothing in this section
shall be construed to deprive any mem-
t to in-
troduce any measure. The whole number
of votes cast for governor at the regular
electlon last preceding the filing of any

| initlative or referendum petition shall be

be computed. The veto power of the gov-
ernor shall not extend to measures Initl-
ated by or referred to the people. All
such measures shall become the law or a
part of the constitution when approved
by a majority of the votes cast thereon,
provided, the votes cast in favor of said
initiative measure or part of said Consti-
tution shall constitute thirty-five per
cent (359%) of the total vote cast at said
election, and not cotherwise, and shall
take effect upon proclamation by the
governor, which shall be made within

electors. The method of submitting and
adopting amendments to the constitution
provided by this section shall be supple-
mentary to the method preseribed in the
article of this Constitution, entitled
‘Amendments.” and the latter shall in no
case be construed to conflict herewith.
This amendment shall be self-executing,
but legisiation may be enacted especially
In submitting
petitions and orders for the initiative and
the referendum, the Secretary of State

' and all other officers shall be guided by

this amendment and the general laws
until additional legislation shall be espe-
cially provided therefor; all propositions
in pursuance hereof shall be

| submitted in a non-partisan manner and

without any Indication or suggestion on
the ballot that they have been approved
or endorsed by any political party or or-
ganization, and provided further that
only the title of measures shall be printed
on the ballot, and when two or more
measures have the same title they shall
he numbered consecutively in the order
of filing with the Secretary of State and
{ncluding the name of the first petitioner.

Both senators and represeniatives shall
each receive pay at the rate of six hun-
dred dollars for each regular session of
the Legislature, during their term, and
ten cents for every mile they shall travel
in going to and returning from ihe place
of meeting of the legislature, on the most
usual route. That neither members of
the legislature nor empioyes shall re-
celve any pay or perquisites other than
their salary and mileage. Each session,
except special session, shall not be less
than sixty davs. After the expiration of
twenty days of the session, no bills nor
joint resolutions of the nature of bills
shall be introduced. unless the governor
shall by special message call the atten-
tion of the legislature to the necessity of
passing a law on the subdect-matter em-
braced in the message, and the introduc- |
tion of bills shall be restricted thereto. |

including the fortieth day.

Sec. 2. That at said election on the
Tuesday succeeding the first Monday in
November, 1912, on the ballot of each
elector voting thereat there shall be
printed or written the words: “For pro- |
posed amendment to the constitution fix-
ing the ‘term of office and salary for
members of the legislature,” and|

“A JOINT RESOLUTION to amend Sec-
tion nineteen (19) of Article five (5) of
the Constitution of the State of Nebras-
ka creating a Board of Commissioners
of State Institutions.

Be it Enacted by the Legislature of the
State of Nebraska:

Section 1. That Section nineteen 19),
of Article five (5) of the Constitution of
the State of Nebraska, be amended to
read as follows:

Section 19. The Governor shall, prior
to the adjournment of the thirty-third
session of the legislature, nominate and,
with the consent of two-thirds of the
members of the Senate in Executive Ses-
sion, appoint three electors of the state,
not more than two of whom shall belong
to the same political party and no two
of whom shall reside at the time of their
appointment in the same congressional
district, as members of a board to be
known as a “‘Board of Commissioners of
State Institutions.” Sald members shall
hold office as designated by the Governor
for two. four and six vears respectively.
Subsequent appointments shall be made
as provided and, except to fill vacan-
cies, shall be for a period of six years.
The Board shall at all times be subject
to the above restrictions and limitations.
The Board of Commissioners shall have
full power to manage. control and gov-
ern, subject only to such limitations as
shall be established by law, the State
Soldiers’ Home, Hospitals for the Insane,
Institute ‘or the Deaf, Institute for the
Blind, Industrial Schools, Institute for
Feeble Minded Children, Nebraska Indus-
trial Home. Orthopedic Hospital, the
State Penitentiary and all charitable, re-
formatory and penal institutions that
shall be by law established and main-
tained by the state of Nebraska. They
shall each give bonds, receive compensa-
tion for service, perform all duties and
comply with all regulations that shall be
established by law. The powers pos-
seesed by the Govermor and Board of
Public Lands and Buildings with refer-
ence to the management and control of
the institutions herein named shall. on
July 1, 1913, cease to exist in the Go¥-
ernor and the Board of Publle Lands and
Buildings and shall become vested in a
Board of Commissioners of State institu-
tions, and the said Board is on July 1, 1913,
and without further process of law, au-
thorized and dlrected to assume and ex-

ercise all the powers heretofore vested,

in or exercised by the Governor or Board
of Public Lands and Buildings with ref-
erence to the institutions of the state
named herein. but nothing herein eon-
tained shall limit the general supervisory
or examining powers vested In the Gover-
nor by the laws or constitution of the
state, or such nas are vested by him in
any committes appointed by him.
Section 2. That at the general election,
In November, 1912, there shall be submit-
ted to the electors of the state for their |
approval or rejection the foregoing pro- |
posed amendments to the constitution in |
the following form: On tha ballot of each |
elector voting for or against said pro- |
posed amendment shall be printed or|

(Section thirteen (13) of Article eighteen
(18) of Cobbey’s Annotated Statutes for
1908) be amended to read as foilows:

Section 13. The general election of this
state shall be held on the Tuésday suc-
ceeding the first Monday in November
In the year 1914 and every two years
thereafter. All state. district, county.
precinct and township officers. by the
constitution or laws made elective by the
people, except school district officers, and
municipal officers in cities, villages and
towns. shall be elected at a general elec-
tion to be held as aforesaid. Judges of
the supreme, district and county c¢ourts,
all elective ecounty and precinct officers,
and all other elective officers, the time
for the election of whom is not hersin
otherwise provided for, and which are
not included in the above exception,
shall be elected on the Tuesday succeed-
Ing the first Monday in November, 1913,
and thereafter at the general election
next preceding the time of the termina-
tion for their respective terms of office.
Provided, That no office shall be vacated
thereby, but the incumbent thereof shall
hoid over until his successor is duly
elected and qualified.

Section 3. The form of ballot on the
amendments proposed herein shall be as
follows: *“For proposed amend nents to
the constitution providing for general
election once In two years™ and “Against
proposed amendments to the constitution
providing for general election once in
two years.™

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT NO. FIVE.

The following proposed amendment to
the constitution of the State of Nebraska,
as hereinafter set forth in full is sub-
mitted to the electors of the State of Ne-
braska, to be voted upon at the general
election to be held Tuesday, November
bth., A. D. 1512,

*AN ACT for a Joint Resolution to pro-
Pose an amendment to the constitution
of the State of Nebraska.

Be it Resolved and Enacted by the Legis-
lature of the State of Nebraska:
Section 1. Thaot at the general election

for state and legislative officers to be

held in the State of Nebraska on the first

Tuesday succeeding the first Monday in

November, 1512, the following provision

be proposed and submitted to the electors

of the State of Nebraska-

Sec. Any city having a popula-
tion of more than five thousand (5.000)
inhabitants may frame a charter for its
own government, consistent with and
subject to the constitution and laws of
this state, by causing a convention of
fifteen freeholders, who shall have been
for at least five vears qualified electors
thereof, to he elected by the qualified
voters of said city at any general or spe-
cial election, whose duty it shall be
within four months after such election,
to prepare and propose a charter for such
city, which charter, when completed, with
a prefatory synopsls., shall be signed by
the officers and members of the conven-
tion, or a majority thereof, and deliv-
ered to the clerk of said city, who shall
publish the same in fuu. with his official
certification. in the official paper of said
city, if there be one, and if there be no
official paper. then in at least one news-
paper published and in general circula-
tion in said city, three times, and a week
apart, and within not less than thirty
days after such publication it shall be
submitted to the qualified electors of said
city at a general or special election, and
if a majority of such qualified wvoters,
voting thereon. shall ratify the same, it
shall at the end of sixty days thereafter,
become the charter of said city, and
supersede any existing charter and all
amendments thereof. A duplicate cer-
tificate shall be made, setting forth the
charter proposed and its ratification (to-
gether with the vote for and against) and
duly certified by the City Clerk. and au-
thenticated by the corporate seal of sald
city and one copy thereof shall be filed
with the secretary of state and the other
deposited among the archives of the city,
and shall thereupon become and be the
charter of said city., and all amendments
to such charter, shall be authenticated in
the same manner, and filed with the sec-
retary of state, and deposited in the
archives of the city.

Sec. 3. But if sald charter be re-
jected, then within six months thereafter,
the Mayor and council or governing au-
thorities of said city may call a special
electlon at which fifteen members of a
new charter convention shall be elected
to be called and held as above In such
city. and they shall proceed as above to
frame a charter which shail in like man-
ner and to the like end be published and
submitted to a vote of said voters for
If again re-
jected, the procedure hereln designated
may be repeated until a charter is finally
approved by a majority of those voting
thereon. and certified (together with the
vote for and against) to the secretary of
state as aforesaid, and a copy thereof
deposited in the archives of the city
whereupon it shall become the charter of

| said city. Members of each of said char-

ter conventions shall be elected at large;
shall complete their Ilabors

election.
The charter shall make proper pro-

| vision for contlnuing. amending or repeal-

ing the ordinances of the city.
Sec. Such charter s0 ratified and
adopted may be amended. or a charter

! eonvention called, by a proposal therefor

made by the law-making body of such
city or by the qualinted electors in num-
Ler not less than five per cent of the next
preceding gubernatorial vote in such city.
by petition filed with the council or gov-
erning authorities. The council or gov-
erning authoritivs shali submit the same
to a vota of the qualified electors at the

| next general or special election not held

within thirty days after such petition is
filed. In submitting any such charter or
charter amendments, any alternative
article or section may be presented for
the choice of the wvoters and may be
voted on separately without prejudice to
others,. Whenever the question 9! a
charter convention is carried by a ma-
jority of those voting thereon, a charter
convention shall be called through a spe-
cial election ordinance, and the same
chall be constituted and held and the
proposed charter submitted to a vote of
tha qualified electors, approved or reject-
ed, as provided In Section two hereof.
The City Clerk of sald city shall publish
with his official eertification. for thres
times. a week apart in the official paper
of said clty, If there be one, and if there
be no paper, then In at least one
newspaper, published and in general cir-
culation in sald ecity, the full text of any
