San Francisco.—With seventy-nine 
small precincts to hear from the vote 
of California on president is as fol- 
lows: Roosevelt, 281,369; WUson, 280,- 
618; Roosevelts plurality, 7*. These 
totals were compiled from corrected 
official returns from the county seats. 
The seventy-nipe precincts remaining 
unreported are all in remote regions. 
It is probable that the vote of many 
of them will'not be known before the 
official canvass. 

Four States for Woman Suffrage. 
New York.—Advocates of woman’s 

suffrage were delirious with joy. Four 
out of five states declared on Tuesday 
for the amendments striking the 
“word" male out of the state constitu- 
tions. 

One state, Wisconsin, rejected suf- 
frage. Four approved—Arizona, Ore- 
gon, Kansas and Michigan—bringing 
the total of states where women have 
all the rights of men up to ten. 

The suffrage amendment in Wis- 
consin was defeated 2 to 1. It lost in 
Milwaukee county by over 2,000.
