to an engine, because there are times 
such road work can be done in tlii9 

way and done better. In this way all 
the roads in each township could be 

gone over each year and left in fine 

shape when fall comes. As it is, not 

all the roads get attention and a great 
many miles that do get attention 
would be better off without it, as it 
makes them so rough that you can 

hardly drive over them. This is not 

always the road bosses fault, as they 
| only have a stated amount to work 
out each year and every one wants 
him to do some work along their lines. 

Now, if they were worked with an 

engine instead of horses, all roads in 
the township could be gone over and 
left smooth each year. The first year 
would be the hardest, getting them in 

shape. The roads now do not get 

Srked until late in the fall, wnen 

jy should be worked the last of May 
to the middle of July. When the 

roads are worked late in the fall it 
makes them soft all winter where if 

they were worked in the summer the 

heavy rains would settle them. With 
a grader attached to an engine from 
two to four miles can be worked per 
day, while with teams only one-half 
to one miie can be worked. One 
trouble in getting the roads worked 
in the summer is the farmers are too 

busy and the road boss has to wait 
until he has time to do the work and 

then it is often too late. With the 

'grader attached to an engine only 
three men are needed—one to run the 

engine, one to run the grader and 
one to haul water. ^
