Preventing Mosquitoes

The destruction of mosquitoes has
received considerable attention at the
hands of scientists. Eliminating
these pests is often simple.

First destroy all oreeding places.
Where the rain water barrel and the
rain water tank are neccessary they
should be screened. Abouta house the
waste places in the immediate vicinity
should be carefully searched for tin
cans, wooden or tin boxes or othier re-
ceptacles in which water accumulates.

1 These should be destroyed or carried

away. Roof guttersshould be exam-
ined for pools of water. The ¢hicken
pans in the poultry yard, the troughs
for domestic animals, and the water
cup of the grindstone are places where
mosquitoes will breed and water
should not be allowed tostand in them
for more thena day at a time. Water
in flower vases should be looked after.
Mosquitoes * will also breed in water
pitchers in unused guest rooms. pipes
under stationery wash stands and
other unsuspected places. For ponds
and neccessary bodies of wacer the
larvae may be killed by the use of
crude oil which is allowed to spead
over the surface of the water. To
keep mosquitoes away at night mixan
ounce of oil of civronella and spirits of
camphor with a half ounce of oil of
cedar. Afew drops on a bath towel
hung at the head of the bed will usually
keep mosquitoes away.
