TWO MORE DAMAGE SU

Last Thursday came the prelim-
inary hearing of State vs. C. \.
Potter on the charge of, keeping
liquors in his store with intent to
sell. The case was called about
11 o’clock, with Judge Aaron
Wall assisting County Attorney
Pedler in the prosecution and
Attorney R. P. Starr for defend-
ant. Owing to some minor de-
fect in the complaint, the prosecu-
tion amended same, which called
from the defense a motion for &
continuance, which was denied.
The prosecution then proceeded
with their side, placing on the wit-
n:ss stand the marshal of Litch-
field and the two detectives who
had been hired by the Law and
Order League to secure evidence
of booze selling in Litchfield. Af-
ter the proseeution had shown
their hand and rested, the defense
refused to plead, made a motion
for the discharge of defendant,
which was denied and the court
bound defendant over to the next
district court in the sum of $500,
accepting the bond of defendant
and wife and John Anderson.

Friday following the above
hearing came up the case.of State
vs. Frank Clancy, on complaint
selling liquor contrary to law, ete.
There being a defect in the papers,
the defendant’s attorney, R. P.
Starr, asked a continuance of the
case, which the court granted and
the hearing set for the last day in
this month.

Friday of last week, also, proved
an interesting day in Litchfield
matters, more history being added.
On that day complaints were got-
ten cut against both Jos. Cording

and C. A. Potter, both druggist
of Litchfield, and papers served on
them for alleged selling of liquors
contrary to law. The complaint
against Cording consists of ten
counts and the name of Henry
Beck is signed to said complaint.
That agninst Potter consists of
four counts and is signed by John
H. Mead and John Heins as com-
plainants, and the hearing in both
cases is set for the 13th day of
January, 1914. -

But it seems that the Law and
Order League and its leaders are
not to have the history all one
way. Damage suits galore are
filed and to be filed against vari-
ous parties connected with the
league.

suit has been instituted by Drug-
gist Cording against J. T. Camp-
bell in the amount of $9,000, aris-
