Search immediatly commenced
for the robbers. Freight train 45,
which had pulled out shortly after
tbe robbery was stopped at a point
ap the road and searched, but the
men wanted were not found. Final-
ly Marshal Caddy with a posse of |
railroad men, and young Boatride,

got on a hand car aud went to Nan-
tasket U. P. crossiog where four men
were found hiding behind the sema-
phore house, lying flat on the ground
hoping to escape notice, but their
presence was discovered, and they
Three of the men

were arrested.
were positively 1dentified by Boat- |
ride, one as the pretended brake-i
man, and two others as the ones who
assaulted and robbedjhim.

They gave themselves up without
trouble and they were searched but
without results. They were placed
in jail, which was well gusarded,
and Wednesdsy evening they were
taken out one by one and every
stitch of clothing on them searched,
bat without results. Three of them
prac'ically confessed to their partin
the affair but would give no infor-
mation concerning the money.

During ali this time a large erowd i
had collected, awaiting develop-
ments. When the last man bhad
been searched and nothing found
F. E. Brogden and Will Herbaugh,
who were serving as deputies, start-
ed to take one of the men back to
the jail, whea they were set upon
by the mob. Ierbaugh attempted
to defend the prisoner and he was
knocked down for his pains. The
prisoner was hustled to the bottom
f thé subway under the B. & M.
