coln In the egg boycott now In effect. The ban was started last
week and will continue until the price of eggs is reasonably reduced,
according to members of the Woman’s Club, who are sponsoring the
movement. Lincoln people have heen paving 60 cents per dozen for
cold storage eggs, the chalrman of the committee making an Investi-
gation of food prices declared. It was also stated that hundreds of
Lincoln families have no eggs, butter or milk on their tables
