Even before the rise in living
were below the standard in institutions of equal standing. In spite
of all efforta at economy, it has been impossible to grant thus far an
increase that wounld at all cover the mounting costs. Many members
of the faculty are upable 1o live on the present salaries and unless
there is a substantial increase, almost immediately, it will be neces
sary for them 1o accept other positions or go into other lines of work
1t may not be generally known that many of the faculty have declined

much more remunerative openings because of their loyalty to this uni
versity. Some of these men are now reaching the limits of thelr re
sources and in justice to their families, wil! be compelled 10 make

other arrangements soon

If pressure is brought to bear upon the administration 1o such an
extent that expansion must be made in any one line, this can be
done only at the expense of other departments, and just that much

money mugt be withdrawn from possible salary increase. The work

of the various departments and colleges ig 20 intimately related that

if, in the act of lmproving one, & member of the foree should be lost

: 1o another, a real injury would result to the depurtment being en-
larged, Thus an addition to the college of engineering that prevented

an increass sufficlent to hold a member of the department of mathe-
maties, would result in a logsg to the former department. A gimilar

result would follow in nearly all closely related work.
