RETURN TO COUNTRY

It s often sald that schools tend

Lto magnify the attracilons ol oty il
[and this deaw the young people away
|!rrm the farm The answers 1o 2
questionaire given by the School of
Agriculture students at the University
Farm seems to indicate the opposite
trend,

Out of 228 boys who returned an-
swers, 100 had always lived on the

farm. Twenty.eight said they had no

farm experience and the rest 1898 had
lived in the country from one 10
thirty years.

Fightv-tliree girls gave replies and
it was found that seventyv-three had
[lived in the country from one fto
Irhirf_v vears, Forty-one of this num-
ber had been raised in the ecountry.
[Only eleven were town girls with no
rural experience

It is interesting to note the reasons
which drew these smidents to the
School of Agricultnre, Ome hundred

The girls were largely Influeneed
by the opportunity to get work im
foods, clothing, home making and
teacher training,

Etich stodent was asked to state hls
future plans. One hundred eighty-
seven bove out of 228 who replied,
sald they intend to become [armers,
stpok ralesrs and dairvmen. Twenty-
one boys will be engineers while four
will enter business.

Twenty-two giris confessed  that
homekeeping would be their life
occupation. Thirty said they would
teach, two intended to become nurses
and eight were undecided.

The interesting feature of the In
vestigation ls the high percentage of
farm boys in the student body and
the Iarge number which will go back
to the farm for a life job. The
Sehiool of Agricolture, of course, is
intended primaril= to teach agricul-
ture nnd home economics and would
naturally draw most of s siudents
from the farme of Nebraska
