New Excuse System
On Trial in College

A change has been made In the
system of checking up absences in the
college, in the hope of eliminating
confusion and slowness.

The new method consists of a sys-

tem of absence cards. On one side

of the card Is space for the name

of the student, the name of the
courses, the time, the date, the dean's
signature, and the instructors' initials.
On the other is space for the state
ment of the student's excuse and the
signature of some recognized author-

ity such as house-mothe- r or' physi-

cian.
