A like stiffening of standards with-
in the college would probably meet
the second difficulty. If there were
a greater sterness in demanding that
stodents meet their scholastic obliga-
tions, if it were impossible for them
to pass their courses by doing work
which is mechanical rather than in-
tellectual, the result would be whole-
some. Rules, such as the one recent-
ly passed at Nebraska, which drop
from the enrollment students who
fail in a fraction of their work, are
steps in the right direction.

The machinery of most state uni-
versities is clogged with waste now
largely because those institutions
have been too lenient—too lenient in
admitting students who have neither
the preparation nor the desire for col-
lege work, and too lenient in permit-
ting them to stay after they have
been admitted.
