POLITICAL OUTLOOK

Professor~ Speaks Before
University League of
WOmgn Voters.

Explaining the Issues in the
coming election, Dr. John P. Sen-
| ning of the political science de-
partment addressed the University
Leagus of Women Volters on

Thursday afternoon in Ellen Smith
hall. Various positicns and their
terms were” given.

The leading party issues are the
tarif question, the Issue of the
farm board, the commodity of pro-
duce and trade point and the ques-
tion of unemployment, he said. Ac-
cording to Dr. Schnning, the real
issne, however, 18 hetween the®
party out and the party in.

Predicts No Economic Change.

*“In my opinion the election will
have absolutely no material effeet
il the economie canditions and un-
emplovment,” declared Dr. Senn-
ing. “People have more confidence
in the republicans than the demo-
crets as & general rule because in
their minds they asogiate uncer-
tainty with the democratle major-
itv.”

“Are we going to sustain the
president in his policies or are we
going to bring a reduced nujority
in the house?" j= a leadiny ques-
tion in olectlon, stated Dr, Senn-
ing. If the majority is reduced &
will mean that we have grown
luke warm toward the president.
