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Interested in Career of
Pioneer  Senator,
Yan Wyck.

J, L. Sellers, associate
of history and mw
State Historical soclety, returmed
Wednesday from a trip to Wy-
oming, Neb., where he has been
doing some research work for the
State Historical soclety.

The soclety is Interested in col-
lecting material on C. H. Van
Wyck, a Nebraska piomser, and
one of the most outstanding peliti-
cal figures that Neb has
ever produced.

Van Wyck served four terms in
the state senate in New York state
befora the Civil war, and was

colonel of the Fifty-sixth volunteer
regiment of New York during the
War.

In 1871 he came te Nebrasks,
served three terms im the. stats
senate, dnd was then elocted to
the United States senate where he
was a leader of the antimon

tic faction. He ran for the United
t‘mn:- sanate & second time, hltu.
ue ly to the monopoly vete,

deferted.

Runs far Geverner.
He then became a leader of the
populist party, ran for state gov-
ernor an that platform, and was
narrowly defeated.
His estate is agdministered by
John W, Bteinhart, and belopgs to
his grandson, Van Wyck Benneér,
who lives in Ohle.
Professor Sellers broyght back
with him a p , which been
presented to C 1 Vam Wyek by
the New Yeork state volunteers,
Fifty-gixth regiment, and whick
had been made to be worn on' the
martingale, or bridle straps of his
horse. This plaque was presented
te Professor llars r  Mrs,
James ePterson, who now lives om
the Van Wyck estate. It is now
in the possession of K. E. Black-
man, curater of the museum of
the Historical soclety.
