University of Wisconsin
Regents Pass Measure
Recently.

Removal of the Daily Cardinal,
student dally at the University of
Wisconsin, from any semblance of
an official status at the state uni-
versity was voted by the Univer-
sity Board of Regents recently.

The regents adopted a resolution
which makes mandatory the re-
moval of the designation “official
newspaper” from the masthead of
the paper. The line in the mast-
head which will have to be re-
moved in part states: “Founded
April 4, 1882, as official daily
newspaper of the University of
Wisconsin.”

The resolution also provided for
a specinl committee to consider
possible form of organization and
control for the Cardinal that will
best safeguard both the principle
of responsibility and the principle
of freedom in the management of
the paper.

The committee is to report to
the next meeting of the regents in
June.
