ing (d, Md.), This p 1 would
give the natives a chance to choose
belween continued satus as a col-
ony or independence. The native
leaders of the island are opposed
to the bill because t believe
that it is unfair. The bill contains
no provision for trade preferences
with the United States in case of
independence. The native leaders
believe that this would cripple the
islands, because industry is large-
ly dependent on trade with the
United States. As Luis Munoz
Marvin, spokesman for the Puerto
Rican liberal party, puts i{t—"The
conditions imposed by the Tydings
bill appear to have been made
with the intention of making the
people of Puerto Rico choose be-
tween independence with ruin and
starvation or a continuation of the
unacceptable  colonial

The spokesman of the island in-
dependent party also belleves that
the bill would not give the natives
