Heloderma Horridum.

The geological dopartment has
just recoived  from Avizona o box
mving “danger’ printed all over
it. It was enclosed in two thick-
nesses of wire netting for additional
safety,  Then to protect the ox:
press agents from dungor of the
poisonons reptile within, n rude
pole was uttached across the bhox
to upright supports by which the
box could be handled with safoty.
When the wire was removed and
the box opened it was found to
contain n specimen of the deadly
gilla monster, or Heloderma Hor-
riddam.  This is the Iargest fizard
found in the United States, It
teeth are grooved like the poisonous
fungs of the rattle-snake,  Itscolor
like that of most animals is very
marked and brilliant, so that its
prey may he apprised of its deadly
approach,  Like the Princton foot-
ball fiend its cont is orange and
black, It is stadded with  bony
ossicles which vender it almost in-
vilnerable,

The native Indinns  dread  this
lizard above all the venomous rep-
tiles of their region.  They believe
it ecnpable of poisoning the air. This
heliet arises from the faet that the
gilla monster, wishing to alarm an
IHllll'l"ll"liTlH fug-‘ hlows \'I(!Il'tlll)’ n
the dust, raising o little clond
around it which alavms four-footed
heasts and man alike.  Professor
Shuefeldt, of Washington, in ex-
perimenting with this reptile, was
bitten,  According to his deserip-
tion of the venomous nature, it is
only by skilled medical assistance
the unfortunate can he saved. At
the time of his nccident, though
bitten simply on the finger, hetore
he could reach a neighboring of-
fice in the National musenm recled
and fell, under the venemous intlu-
ence.  He was secured by a doctor
oceupying nn adjoining oflice,

An offort is being made to keep
this lizard alive. It is fed on
hoiled eggs. It seizes the egy ex-
netly as if it were a live thing,
shakes it, gulps it part way, then
shakes it again, to make sure the
prey has heen overcome.

A new wire cage has been buily,
and _this  reptile,_togethgr . wit),
other forms of lizards, will he kept
on exhibition in the state museam
us long us they survive.
