They
should flow spontaneously from the heart
ard then they will be truly “the monitors,
the comforters, and the only true henrt.
tullzers,” I think with Roscoe that it is a
sin to convert a letter into either a gazetie
or a sermon, and one hnd muech better
make himself, his own affairs and experi.
ences the subjects of diseussion, about
which he naturally knows the most, than
1o weary the reader with philosophical
and metaphysical discussions or unimpor.
tant gossip that is of no interest. The su-
credness of letters of true friendship
and the delight one experiences in re
reading them has alwinys made it seem o
suerilege to destroy these * Remembran.
ces of the heart.”  Yet many, in eircum.
stances that make probable the future dis,
interment of all their communieations,
prefer thal their productions should all be
destroyed,  This is conducive o perfect
freedom of intercourse in miond and
heart, and there is no restraiut felt.
