ONCE A CRIME TO GIVE ALMS.

Anelent Cede ef European Law Pro-
vided Severe Punishment

The secretary of the London Men-
dicity society reports that street beg-
ging is on the increase. He has sta-
tistics to prove his words, of course.
But surely every man who has a pen-
ny to spare must have read or heard
by thia time that he really does a
fellow-creatur- e an when he
gives It to him for the asking, says
the Pail Mall Gaxette.

It Is Interesting to recall that a
code of European law in force for
centuries did actnaUy make almsgiv-
ing a crime, always punished severely

with death in certain cases. But
this was 1.000 years ago. before the
dawn of our happy civilization. It
must be confessed, however, that
there was an appearance of common
sense about the famous Grajas code,
which ruled Norway, Iceland and
much of England, doubtless, in its
time.

It began by laying down strict rules
to make each family support Its own
Indigent members, or to show suff-
icient cause for the failure. This is the
essential principle of a sound system
of poor relief, which we have suffered
to lapse under the direction of prog-
ress. Having thus provided for the
respectable class of paupers, aa it may
be put briefly, the legislator could
deal firmly with roving mendicants
and their abettors. And he did..

It Is worth while to observe, how-
ever, that the family pauper had a
guardian or trustee, appointed by the
district ooancH, who waa responsible
for bis decent subsistence; If this man
did not fulfill his duty or tried to es-

cape it he ineurred the terrible pen-
alty called exclusion confinement in
his house for three years; anyone who
found him eutaide waa free to kill
him.

They stood no nonsense In those
days. An able-bodie- d person who
begged was outlawed equivalent to a
sentence of death. Anyone proved to
have been wandering for IS days with-
out visible means of subsistence waa
held to be a beggar, "within the mean-
ing of the act" and treated according-
ly. But the clause which most inter-
ested us was that which decreed that
any man, whatever hla station, who
gave money, or money's worth, to a
vagrant at the district assembly, or
on his way thither, ahould be punished
with exclusion. The crime of almsgiv-
ing waa well understood in those
daya. Perhaps I should add that the
Grajas code waa officially promulgated
in 1116. But It had been In force, as
the premable declares, for centuries.

usually classed aa refuse. Much of the
waste may be avoided by careful plan-
ning so as to provide a comfortable
and nppetizlng meal la sufficient
amount, but without excess. If strict
economy la necessary, the dearer cats
of meata and the more expensive
traits and vegetables should be avoid-
ed. With reasonable care in cooking
and serving, a pleasing aad varied diet
can be furnished at moderate cost It
should not be forgotten that dearaeea
of a food material depends not only
on Its market price, bnt also on the
cost of ita digestible nutrients. . It
should always be remembered that
"the Ideal diet la that combtnatMa ef
foods which, while ampoelug the leant
burden on the body, anpplies it with
exactly sufficient material to meet lta
wants."
