After dark
the aristocracy of trade and labor gives
piace to the democracy of misery,—the
night prowlers, the toughs o both sexes,
the criminal, the drunkard, and the men-
dscant. During the daytime the dregs
of society are noticeable, but pot till after
dark doss it bold full sway, coming forth
from its seclusios in the neighboring
tenement houses and cheap lodging
houses, in which beds aad bunks rauge
in price from 50 to 15 cents, or from
some dark cellar where a plank or the
fioor may be had for 2 cents.
