The foundstion for the new Union
Savings bsok bailding is now almost
complete, work having been in progress
for some two or three weeks.

The Union Savingsbank has lor the
pest ten years been at No. 111 South
Tenth street, and the change to a
lighter and more pleassnt building will
be appreciated by the officers as well as
the customers of the bank. The size
of the building is 27x100 feet.

Saflety deposit boxes will be added to
the vaults of the baunk prior to time of
occupancy so that they will be ready
for customers when they get into their
new quarters.
