Now while we feel that the
Cunadiuns and the Mex‘cans are our
dear Chnstian brothers, we also are con-
vineed that it is better fur them to sup-
port their own armies. General Booth
has not read the latest books on the
dungers of pauperising the poor or if he
have they have affected him to go and
do the other thing.

The movements, policy and discipline
of the army were planced and dictated
in London. Ballington Booth was not
allowed to adapt the rules and policy to
the situation and to ewmergencies in thie
country. When General Booth wvisited
his son he showed that he was much
displeased: he criticised Ameiica and
Americans, especially the display of oid
glory at the head of the procession and
on the walis of the barracks.

Ballington Booth has been patient,
humble, and obedient i0 commands is-
sued solely with reference to British
domination in Army matters in this
ceuntry. luo gpite of which his devotion
to the American Salvation army in-
creased to ruch an extent thut his father
' decided to remove him from his com-
mand. He coald do nothing but resign
from the Army. He aud his father have
entirely differect ideas. Ballington is a
great worker, and honestly and faith-
fully devoted to the work to which he
has given his life.

General Booth wishes to cut the world
up intlocampe, each commanded by =
man or 4 man and woman by the npame
of Booth or Booth Tucker, with bead-
quarters in Loodon and himeelf as the
commander in chief of the world.

To be the founaer of such a military,
theocratic dynesty out-dreams Napo-
leon. Power, dominion, glory to the
vnc of the world has dazzled the old
man's eyes® He does not see clearly
! that in order to makes his system of use
the nations must assimilate it and too
much Booth will not digest.
