My Day at Chautauqua,

I was invited to speak in the de-
partment of social economices at Chan-
tauwgua.  The subject on which T was
requested 1o make an address was
“The Intluenee of Club Life on the
Home, and as 1 had  very decided
ideas on that subjeet T weleomed the
oeeasion to airthem. 1 knew  about
Chautaugua in a vague way, about
the courses of study  and  the power
which the movement had been in the
educational  world,  and  from the
pany invitations which 1 had  re-
eceived tospeak at other ehautauguas,
1 could form some idea of the extent
of the movement, but really to under-
stand it one must go to Chautangua.

1 arrivedd at the fool of the lake on
a very  hot  July day: the train
wis severstl bhonrs Lite, owing 1o
heavy rains and washouts, and 1o get
ofl the hot earand walk out on the
pier was a delight ful experience. The
great storm clouds were  seudding
over the blue waters and, though the
lake is marrow, it was very rough
Quite large steamers ply bhetween the
lower and upper lake, and they goso
often that it is & very animated seene.
These steamers are usually  erowded,
hut as the day was stormy and the
lake rough, there were comparatively
few passengers,

Lake Chautauqgua is one of the love-
Iv series of lakes of Western New
York. of which Cavuga is the muost
heagutiful. Chautaugua is a pretty
lake, the banks are low. well wooded
and thickly settled. farm houses and
pleasant country homes being situated
all the way from Lakewood to Chau-
taugua on the banks.

On the lake it was so cool that a
wrap wis pleasant, and when the
stesmer came to the wharf at Chau-
tauqua Assembly it seemed as if hun-
dreds of people were awaiting its ar-
rival. Al was bustle, but admirable
order prevailed. The arrangements
for baggage. ete., are so complete that
the incoming and outgoing erowds do
not even jostle each other. and the
absence of disorder and the pushing of
a struggling crowd, which is so un-

pleasant to eneounter, is entirely ab-
sent, owing to the system which pre-
vails. This same order and system
extends through all the place.  There
were ten thousamd people at the as-
sembly, and still one was perfectly un-
conscions of so large a erowd in so
small a space,

It is now twentyv-five vears sinee
Bishop Vineent established the chau-
tanugqua system of edueation, and it is
sov Thoroughly redueced 1o a system
that the great assemblies come and go
without confusion or eonflict. For
one reason the interests are so diver-
sified that the erowd is more or less
seattered. though twiee during the
dav. at the morning lecture and in the
evening after supper. when the band
plays on the porech of the Athenasum
hotel, some conception can be formed
of the large number of people in at-
tendanee,

The Athenaeum hotel is well Kept
with an execllent table and is really
the headguarters of the chautangqua
system., the office of the assoeiation
being in the hall of the hotel. and at
the hotel vou meet all the speakers in
the differsnt courses,

After ane has been to Chautangua
one season it s easy to make a choice
ol the courses one desires o attend,
amd, having made that choiee, it is
not difficult to avoid eonflicting  at-
trac tions,  Some one has wisely  said
that to be able to make a choice and
adhere to it is the great lesson needed
by the women of the nineteenth cen-
tury. and I was lost in admiration of
the habitues of the Chautauqua sys-
tem. who go season after season for
one, two or three weeks, follow  their
course and leave without heing dis-
turhed by the thousand and one clever
speakers and attractive programs pre-
sented. One lady told me that she
had visited Chautauqua for ten sea-
sons, bad always taken a course in
Hebrew and Biblical literature, and
had left at the termination of the
course. I doubt if she had been in
the amphitheatre more than twenty
times. Another voung lady told me
that she had been 1o Chautauqua for
six seasons for the courses in Greek,
and she seemed entirely oblivious e
any other attraction.

There are, of course, a certain num-
ber of peaple who go there to pass the
time. and it is a very good way of pass-
ing time. They hear much that is
interesting and instructive, and if
they hear too much that is tneir own
fault and not the fault of the system,
