The Gridiron.

The unusual sdvance which was made
mn Upivereity Atheletics by the success
of the base ball tsam duricg the spricg
will give additiocal impetus to foot ball
the coming yesr.

The relezlion of the campus as 2 base
ball and stheletic fisld was considered
at the first ssason agood deal of an ex-
periment. Many opposed the movement,
on the ground that the immediste
vicinity of the diamond and track would
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interfere with the class work of the
students, but on the contrary, the re-
ulte have been most satisfactory, toth
in reepect to the bigh standard of the
games and evente, and as to finances.
The records made easily place the Uni-
versity of Nebratka in the same cless
with Mion¢sota, Wisconsin and Michi-
gan. The base ball team was the kest
the University ever prodoced, and it is
the first season it ever finished without
a coosiderable deficit. Aiso in Track
Atbeletics, this was the first season ever
closed with any money ahead.

Considering then these facte, we gee
bow nsturally the determinaticn has
bcen mede to use the same place for the
gumes this fail. And provision can
eagily be made for those attending by
runping ‘bleechers’ around the field, and
without doubt the will be me-
companied with greater succees_than if
the games were conducted at the M
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street park as heretofore. Steps for the
preparation of the ground are already
being taken, and thoee expecting to at-
tend games this fall, may be sure of
comfoitable accomodations and the best
of regulatiors. Quite a number of
games have already been arranged,
which will take place in this coity, chiet
of which are those with the University
of Missouri, Oct., 30and with the Uni-
versity of Kansas, Nov., 13. The cus-
tomary Thanksgiving game with Jowa

if all we hear is to belicved, the game
with Kensas promises to be an unusual-
ly interestiog one. That University has
secured Wylie Woodruff of Pennsylvania
o8 coach. He has been prominent in
U. of P. athletics during h's four years
attendance at that school, not alone in
foct ball but in track work and rowing,
pulling No. 5 ir the U. of P. right. Kan.
sas feels cocsiderbaly elated over the
fact of cbizining Wceodruff for coach.
‘We will be able to show our superiority
‘over apy team in the world, nut by a
tlight margin but by a good big score.”
Missouri talked tne rume way when they
bad 1he famous Bliss o! Yale, however
Nebraska mauvsged to defeat them with
ou! much difficulty.

Speakiug of Missouri recalls the de-
plorable condition in which she found
bereell at the end of last seacon. Her
case shows plainly that mooey is very
little in the success of foot ball. She
bad money in abundance with which to
train, secure a coach and to carry on her

:work. Yet she woo scarcely a game.

Other teams with none of these advan
tages made enviable records. She seemed
to lack the grit or the somethiag which is
required to develope a successful team-
The echool itself seems to take plenty of
interest in the sport, but there is some
cause under lying it which is very dit-
ficult to define. It seems to fall farther
every year from the class of Kansas
fowa and Nebraska. It may be the
peculiar lazinees which characters the

touth. They are aimost ‘down south’
thera.

Nebraska will again be coachei by
Robioson who has been reengsged for
the autumon. His excellent work of last
fall aud his record with the base ball
team in the epriog ehows what can be
doce by a master hand.  The material
with which be bad to work last season
would bave discouraged a less energetic
and persistent man, for of the old play-
ers there were but three or four, and the
pew material required constant and un-
ceasing effort on his part. Many did

and weeks were required to teach them
the rudiments of foot ball. This
 meats much when the feams of other

Universities comprise a large number of
o'd players, men wko have had two or
three years experience upon high school
feams. It was by his own example and
s'rict requirementa that he brough:

He earned the respect and likirg of 3l
the players and etudents of the Uni-
versily, not only by his work upon the
gridrion, but by requiring gentlemanly
conduct in practice and .in games: and
good echolar-ship in the University it-
sell.

Moreover, he takes pride in the team
and in the west, which he likes. Al
ready he has rafused several offers in
New Eagland, coosiderably more ad
vantageous to himself, in anticipation of
handling the universil¥ team again
With such a feeling we can congratulate
ourselves that the idea of money merely
does not enter into his work. This is
too true with many o! the eastern
coaches who come west for a eeason and
return bome immediately after the jast
game. He has spent the summer in
consulting with well known Yale, Har
vard and Proaceton players und caches.
regarding the methods and ideas which
210 10 be developed this fall. and from the
past showiog. we may be scre there
will pot be lacking au abuodince of
them.

Whereas Missouri was well provideld
finan~ially but lacking in push anod
energy during the past 1 ear; Iowa found
herself ina similar predicimest with the
conditions reversed. Iu the school iteell
there was an infinite amount of push
and enthusiasm and the team made 2
good record, nevertheless she ended the
geason with a remarkably large debn
staring her in the face. Buil. of the
university of Pennsylvania, who coached
the feam anl who was promised a
thousand dollars for his work, returned
home empty banded. In addition 10
this, there is an inoumerable number of
other debts.
