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Louisa Jane Dsew was born in Loo-
doe, Jenuary 10, 1820, EPo'h her father
and her mother were actors, and she
was only 7 yeirs ol ] when she was as-
sigoed ber tirst epeakiog part as Agib in
«[fimour. tte Tartar.” That was her
one appearance in Eogland, for s year
later her motner, Mrs. Kinloch she was
called on the programs, brovght tbe
little git] 1o America, where ctild won:
ders were much in fazhion and where
the little Luiea made sometbiog of a hit
as the duke of Yotk in Junius Brutus
Booth's production of “Rachard IIL”
With the prestige of a Philadelphia ap-
pearsnce, the Laves. mother and
davghter went for a tour with & cow-
pany in Jamaica and West Indies.

They returaed to the United States in
1833, and Louisa, who was 13 years old.
gt & placs in the stock compaoy of the
old Bowery playbouss, and for the pext
five years, at intervale, she played ju-
venile parts in its productions. She bad
a brief geacgoc ot success in Boston in
18534, where ehe played Jula in “The
Huochback,” to the satisfaction of the
younger critics. In 1875 she went to
New Orleacs. where her Lady Teazle, in
“spite of her 15 yeare. woa her1ecognition
ae a clever gctress and tha leadivg parts
in the salsequent productions of the
¢ sopany.

For her work at this lim2 &s leading
lady she received a salary oj ¥20 a week.
1 he year alter her New Orleans s2acon
she married Henry Huat, a veteran
Englsh opera sioger, and returning 1o
the Walnut sireet theatre she was cast
as Julie d= Mortimer in E lwin Forrest's
While she
‘was wita Forest ¢he also played
Ophelia, Deedemona. Pauline and other
“glock” heroines. In 1542, she again re-

turned 12 New York. and for four years
uppeared at the various theatres as a
member of their etock companies in do-
meslic dramss, burlesque and light
comedies.

It was in 1847 that she made her first
appearance in Chicago. During this,
her first tour in the west, she visited
Milwaukee, St. Louis, Mobiie and New
Orleans. She eeparated from Mr. Hunt
in 1847, and a year later sbe married
George Moesop, n young Irish comedian,
who died in 1849,

It was while she was playing ina
etock company in Albany in 1550 that
gshe met Jobn Drew. They were mar-
ried at theend of the engagement, and
forsevegal years they played leads to-
gether.  Mr., Drew leased the Arch
etreat theatra in Philadelphia in 1853
and was very suceesiful.  Five ycars
Jater, with her busband, Mre. Drew went
ena tour through the country. Mr.
Drew’s second altempt at mansging was
less fortunate thun tae first, and after
his experience at the National thestre in
Philadelphia Mrs. Drew bezan to look
after the businees end of their dramatic
veptures. She leased the Arch sireet
theatre hersell in 1862, and for thirty-
one years she managed the house, al-
waye with a full measure of success.

When Joseph Jefferson decided to
stage. “The Rivals” Mis. Drew was
given the part of Mrs. Malaprop—the
role which made her famon=. She was
in the “all-star” cast that preseated “The
Rivals” a few vyeara ago for C. W.
Couldock’s benefit.

Mre. Drew’s father was an English
actor camed Lane. Her early education,
g0 far as text book knowledge went, was
almost wholly neglected, and when
asked how she found time to go to
echool, she replied that she had never
gone toschool, as her etage work took
up all her time. Her cuit'vation she
said, wae wholly due to readirg and as-
scciation with clever peojle.

Ol late vears Mrs. Drew has made her
home with her gun, John Drew.
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Jar. E. Mcore, {or yeirs associated
with the management of Frank Sanger’s
attraction. bas just conclodel a five
vears' conlract t» manage Mr. and Mre,
Royle in Mr. Royle’s playe. Mr. Royle’s
