But the best gain of
all, through this co-operative policy, is a
much-needed consciousness of the gol-
idarity of the human race, acentraliza
tion %t hin the club of the varied in-
terests of the community, a development
of local resourses often ignored by mem-
pers, and a connection with widespread
pational wovements which will all ulti-
mately euwrich and enlighten both ic-
dividuals aoc clubs, and provide endless
material for programs.”
