ligions tend fo blend in t!is vast syn.
thesis at once human and divine.

All were on the watch tower and there
was weekly reports of the realuess of the
great gathering, of the earnea!ness in all
parts of the globe in the parliament, cf
the signiticence of the attempt. In the
wicter of 180(1-1804 a parliament retro-
spective was held and the cherus of faith
as rerdered in 1503 at Chicago and cap-
tured by the re;orter in two large vol-
umns was re-sung by these Rose Cottage
ecthusiasts as fulfilling the announce-
ment of Jesus “And they shall. come
from the eact and west; from the north
and south and ehall sit down in the
Kiongd »m of God."”

In the summer of 1895 a Parlianent
of Religious Suggeet:ve was held. This
was not intended to be exhaustive but
to emphasize monotheism in all religions
Fiske's idea of God as iofluenced by
modern kpnowledge was discues>d.
These are samples of the topics consider-
ed in (he “twenty-three years."—Rose
CotTAGE.

First Woman’s Club in America.

We are indebted, in a way, to Anne
Parish, a Quaker spivster, who was born
in 1760, for the first woman'sc'ub found-
ed in America, or at least the first one
of which we have any authentic infor-
mation. The society congisted of twenty-
three young, accomplished wemen of the
best families, who met every week to g»
ab ut among the pror and n ec y

Shortly after the formation of this
club which, by the wey, was held in the
City of Penn, 102 years ago, under the
name of “Female Society for the Re-
lief and Improvement of the Poor,” the
city was visited by the yellow fever, and
the mettle of its members was tried and
found to possess the true, clear ring, for
while most of those who had ‘he means,
fled from the town, these twen‘y-three
women stayed by Anne Parish and fought
the plague, raising money, visiting the
dyicg, ¢'othing the well ones, and com-
forting the bereaved. From that time,
down to the present, the gociety has con

inued 10 the noble work thus inetituted
the granddaughters, and great.grand-
daughters, have carried on the work,
inheriting the memberships, with their
Quaker traditions and fine old family
pames, and are now about to celebrate
the one hundred and secord birthday of
this old mother of clubs,

The eldest daughter inherite the mem-
b2rehip, acd the methods have remained
unchacged from the tirst. The only of-
ficers are two clerks, a treasurer, and a
committee of thirteen. The prominent
work of the club is the maintenance of a
house of industry, and 2 hundred Qua-
ker women of ind'gent circumistances,
go daily, and sew and knit and meod in
the old comfortable house on North 17th
gtrret, where the club has had a home
sioce the middle of this century. The
wom>n get a gocd meal in the middle of
the day, and are paid good wages for
their work, and are provided with com.
foitable, essy chairs while they work.
The society women of Philadelphia pro.
vide them with ths sewing, acd the
backelors send their mending thither,
