It is
suggested as thia Bieonial is to be con-
duct:d almost entirely on the “open dis-
cussion” plan, that every lady who con-
templates attending selects at least ove
topic from the general program on
which she will carefully formulate her
thoughts for a few wioutes talk. The
benelits thus to be derived are: First.
Mutual bepefit from diversity of opin-
ions. Second. The persocal benefit to
the cne who carefully and methodically
arranges her thoughtson even one im-
portant subject. Hence, let every dele-
gats go prepared to take an active part.

Perhaps that organization of woman-
hood which comes nearest the heart and
sympathies of the greatest number is
the congress of mothers which is now
bolding its eecond annual meeting in
Washington, D, 0. A call for this con-
gress was first read before the meeting
of the General Federation of Women's
clubs at Louisville, May, i896. Also a
gimilar call was presented before the
Home Coogress of Boston in October-
1996. Besides these epecific calls cireu-
lars and piess notices kopt the matter
before the people day by day until at
last those who came to hear and those
who came to serve numbered so many
that no single hall or church in Wash-
ington could accommodate tkem &ll at
a time. This coogress was created to
respond in the best poesible manuer to
svery question and conaition that con-
fronts an earnest, thoughtful mother.
A program had been arranged and some
twenty-eight addresses prepared, cover.
ing some of the most important points
of interest to mothers and motherhood.
It is an interesting fact that the response
to this call for a convention of the moth-
ers of America was much greater than
the attendance at the pioneer meetings
of the Woman’s Christian Temperaoce
Union or the Geoeral Federation of
Women’s Clubs. Motherlove was quick
to grasp thesignificance and importance
of this call. Child study and kindred
topics bad prepared the way, aed the
time was ripe for such a congress. Offi-
cers were elected and prelimenary steps
taken toward the delegates meeting
which is 10 seesion this week. At this
meeting a deflaite plan of State and Na-
tional organization will be voted upon
by the delegates, in accordance with this
plan which will undoubtadly carry.

Mother clubs, parent clubs or child
study clubs may be organmized and any
similar clubs now existing may affiliate
this work in harmory and unison, and
wield the power which can only be se-
cured by organized effect. This is an
important and far-reaching organization
and promises great good to the human
gace. Outlines of the proposed work
will be given later, with suggestive hst
of helpful books to parents.
