This is the only country with enough
women's clube to form a federation, but
omitting the reference to sex, we have
not the hooor of organizing the first
union of literary clubs. A year book
sent from Adelaside, SBouth Australia,
to the editor of this department.
gives the history and statistics of the
South Australian Literary Societies’
Union, from its formation in 1883 to the
present time. The clubs of the Union
exist in nearly every town aad always
have a mixed membership.

Until lsst year the women paid no
dues or merely half that reouired for
men, and were ineligible to office. In
1397 the women were admitted to full
membership in all the clubs, but the
report neglects to say il that includes
