Shipa lHiave Fars

The Gate City, which arrived here
on Monday from Savannah, s the first
steamer golng out of this port to be
equipped with an aurophone, the new
device for enabling the lookout to de-
.ermine the direction of sounds at
sea, Tha aurophone was trled on the
way up, but little could be told about
Its utllity owing to its being placed in
A poor position. It consists of a brass
box, which fits over the mast and
which has projecting from each end a
broad-mouthed funnel. From this box,
close to the funnels, two tubesr like or-
dinary speaking tubes lead down the
mast and threugh the main deck to
the deck below. Inside of the box
there Is 0 complex arrangvment af dia-
phragm: and sounding boards so
plrced , vit a sound will enter only one
of the tubes when it I3 passing through
‘he funnel on the opposite side of the
box. On the lower deck 18 an arrange-
ment like an engine-room indicator, by
which the box above may be turned
around the mast, and directly under
the indicator is a tell-tale compass,
The man belaw places the tubes to his
eurs, where they are held In place
by a cap. Unless the funnels above are
pointing directly toward the sound
which he wiahes to locate he will hear
It only fnintly and in one ear, becauge
one of the funnels being turned from
the sound the tube opposite does not
eperate. He then turns the indlecator
‘n the direction from which the sound
appears to come, and when the funnel
s pointing directly at the sound {it
passes through the tunne! and out of
tre other, putting botn tubes in opera
tou, and the operator hears the soupd
Alstinctly and In hoth ears at once
fle then glances at the indicator and
the point on the tell-tale at which ft
rests gives the exuct bearing of the
sound.—Boston Trunscript,
