empty streets. The walled city was the
refuge of many people who had deserted
their houses and sought safety in the
churches, as they feared their own ser.
vante. Companies from the First Ore.
gon, the Thirteer.th Minnesota Volun-
teers, and 'I'wenty-third United States
Infantry, under direction of General
Hughes, the Provost-Marshal. maintain-
ed the best of order; and &s all the resi-
dents bolted their houses ss though to
reeist a siege of the old days, this part of
the city wae easily controlled. In the
new city beyond the walls and in the
outlying districte several attacks were
made on individuals. Lieutenant-
Colonel Colton was driving to Santa
Meea to join his regimert when a native,
a mere boy, rushed at him with a sword,
and ooly the blun® edge prevented a
wound. Failing the first thrust he re-
turned to thelattack, and it took three
shots from the Colonel's revolver to si-
