Nearly all the taxes levied and col-
lected in the United Btates are imposed
upon what is produced and what is con-
sumed, rather than upon accumulation,
This is esgentially wrong both from an
economical aad mora! standpoiot. Mauy,
it pot most, of the expanded and over-
grown fortunes are the result of the
prostituiion of the taxiog power to the
requirements and dictates of private in.

Yet
it would be quite as wrong to levy aa
extra tax on capital thet the possessor
has acquired by his own persioal ic-
dustry. That which you Lave acquired
by your own ¢fforts is yours and should
not be subject to official curtailment for
the bedefit of the lews thrifty and the
professionally idle,

property one bas Inherited., Such
property constitutes wealth to the ac-
cumulation of which you have not lifted
one floger. It is your simple duty to
share the expecees of municipal, state
and national governmeot in exact pio-
portion to the wealth turned over to
you without any effort of your owe.
Born with a golden spoon In your moutb,
it is your duty to recognizs that ‘act by
assistiog in promotiog the geners! wel.
fare. The suprome court of the Ugited
States haw upheld the constitutionality
of the Illinois progressive inheritance—
tex law, baoding down an opinion
scarcely second in imporiance to, and
pot cooflicting with the decision afirm-
og the uncoastitutionality of the in -
come—tax Iaw of 1804, The Illinois
law is & radical measure. The chiet
provision is that propertiea passing to
direct heirs are exempted in the case of
each beir up to $20,000 and taxed one
per cent on everythiog in excees of that
amount. The court decided that the
tax is not on property, but ou the privi.
