Mre, Russell Bage has thought much
#nd wisely upon some of the vital prob-
lems of the day.

Though possessing all of the advan-
tages sod leisure attendant upon wealth,
this womanly woman has always been a
profuund believer in the justice of equal
suffrage and has been 2ne uf ite most
effective promoters. The date of the
next constitutional convestion, the
earliest at which any ameadment can
be passed, is 1914. She says:

“1n fourteen years from vow 1 firmly
believe the suffrage movement will have
advanced to the point where the neces
sary smendment to the constitution,
urged by a mooster petition of women
who own property, will be passed by the
legislative bodies of this state. And
when once the women of the Empire
state go to the polls, the women of all
the states of the union will be giveo the
same right, These prophesies, of course,
are rendered subject to ‘reasonable
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doubt,” and to possible chaoges ic pub-
lic eentiment.

““I need not now spell out the sigos,
por tracslate them. They can be read
betwesn the lett-rs of the significant
word Progrees.

“But if & doubt exists in the minds of
some people that the woman suffrage
movemeot which flowed like a tidal
wave over the country in 1504, has sub-
sided s0 much as 1o be harmless, | can
ouly say to people of such beliel —wait
until 1914. The question lies at preeent
io sileoce, I grant, but it is a silence
shat is portentous. This is the period
of preparation,the period of thought
upoo which sctioo is sure to follow.

“Meanwhile it seems too bad that wo-
men who own real estate and pay taxes
are cot allowed tocast a ballot. Why,
the meo of this country themselves went
to war because of taxation without rep-
reseatation. The women of New York
state alooe pay taxes on 81,000,000 000
worth of real estate, yot they are not al-
lowed a voice in the practical govern-
mect of the state to which they contrib-
ute 8o mvch revenue.

“l1 will not now rehearse all the good

biogs that will result from womaw suf-
frage, but amoog others, I cite that of
the reclaiming of national and munic'.
pal buildiogs and fboroughfaree frem
the present uncleanlivess. This unciean
liness exists because the housekeepers
are men, at present. Bot in the pation
and the municipality, as io the home,
the housekeeper should be a woman
Therefore I foresee that when women
vote there will be a natiocal bouse-clean.
ing such as no pation ever saw. Once
armed with the ballot, then the mop,
the broom and the bucket will be de-
cidedly more in evideoce in the places in
which they are most needed.

“Tocay is not too sonm to invite the
attentior of every o woman to
the fact that every ble recruit
should be eolisted in the sppealing
army of 1914. It is not too soon to be-
gin work. The fact that there are still
fourteen years in which to eclist the in-
terest of all American women in this
question does not make the present
movemeat lees important, On the other
band, if every moment is counted as
precious and the women at once begin
workiog hard for the end in view, the
very fact that there is plenty of time in
which to work, assures succees.

“Meaawhile, I cannot say that I be.
lieve in the somewhat sensational meth-
ods of some of the profeesional women
suffragists. These do the cause more
harm than good.

“In this movement women do mnot
need a leader. Let every woman think
for herself and consider the question
well before she ignores the petition to
which, in 8 comparatively few years, she
will be asked to s id her signatare.”

In the weekly list just issued by the
University of London, Out., out of
eighteen pames in the M. A. liset eight
were women, In the classics women
bad four places out of six, and the gold
medal was awarded Winifrad Slater, of
Newham.

Io an article on admitting women to
the Cambridge degree, Miss Helen Glad-
etone refers to the fact that no less
$han six Cambridge colleges were found-
ed by women for the bepefit of men.

At a meetiog of the council of the
General Federation of women’s clubs,
held at Philadelphia, on June 1let, 2d
end 3d, 1899, a motion to ho!d & meeting
of the General Federation of women's
clubs io Paris during the exposition of
1300, was presented aod unanimously
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adopted. The committee appointed to
take charge of the vork deemed it ad-
visable to icvite the ciube of all foreign
cuuntries to co-operate in this session,
thereby bricgiog together in closer com-
mupication the women of the world.

The club movemest bas pot, &s
prophesied, obliterated eex lives io the
business world. No intelligect woman
ever believed it would. The latest prool
is theancouccement of a woman's build-
iog at the Paris exposition, and io this
buildiog the club womes of the Usited
States, and women who are not mem-
bers of clube, will bold & coovestio= the
last wesk of pext September. It is ex-
pected that the ablest women of the
world will addrees this cocvention.

In a circular issued by the local
French commitiee a plea is made for
the further emancipation of womeo
from her social and civic limitations.

“I bis congrese, being designated above
all as a medium of progress, peace acd
upion, is orgacized oo the broadest
principles. While our platform excludes
eectarian diecussion, all associatioos
based on justice ana fratercity will be
cordially welcomed, irrsepective of reli-
gious copviction.”

The cluvs of the United States are to
be given at least one day io this week's
congrese, and each state will ba enti-
tled to two “state patroneeses.” The
educational, philanthropic and indus-
trial work accomplished by the various
clube will be syetewmatically shown and
photograpbs of club houses and leading
workerswil be buog ino the woman's
building.

The following committee appointed by
the executive board, Mre. William Tod
Helmuth, 504 Fi.th avenue, New York;
Mise Anna Maxwell Jones, Mrs. Anba
D. West, Mre, James B. Grant, Mra. J.
C. Crely, knowno as the Paris exposi-
tivn committee, are preparing a tour for
the consideration of club women desir-
ing to visit Europe aod attend the meet-
iog of the general federation of women's
clube at Paris. If a sufficient number
of applications are made, a epecial
steamer will be chartered, sailing some
time in July and returning about the
middie of SBeptember. Tbhe tour will
coosist of @ visit to Bceotland, Eogland,
Holland, Germany, the Rhine, Switzer-
land and Paris. Itis deeirable that
early application for accommodation be
made, as thereby belter arrangements
can be perfected.

There used to be a good cld custom of
reading to the children of a wioter's
evening. The father or mother—Irom &
book intelligently selected, that it might
be of'geceral interest—read for an hour
or so after supper, thus making impres
sions and teaching leesons that influsnc-
ed each child io that circle for lite. It
is true that in most instances -the in-
formation received through the ear
makes 8 mors lasting impression than
information received through the eye.
This is especially true with the reader
who skims rapidly over the surface. In
reading aloud it is pecessary to read
slowly enough to catch the idea of the

author in order to give proper expression
to his meaning.
