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THE hCRRORS OF ST. DOMINGO.
It Was Jost 8 Muandrad Years Ago Thas
They Oocurred

An hundred veurs ago the island of
St. Domingo was the fuirest and rich-
est in the western hemisphere says
the Hartiord Courant. For fifty years
it had been growing in production and
wealth more rapidly than any other
European colony in America. It was
the emporium of the western world
It filled the coffers of Europe from the
exuberant fertility of its soil and well
sarped ils title of ‘La Heine des An-

billea ™
The French portion—one third only
—wus the most productive, and the

value of its produets was estimated at
175,000,000 franes—an  increase of
100,000,000 franes in a gquarter of a
*entury—a sum which represauted the
peasure of toil exacted by human
lavery. The population of the colo-
sy was 470,000,  Of this number 40,-
300 were whites of ull classes, 30, 000
were mulattoes or free people of col-
ars, 500,000 were negroslaves. Among
she white was a class of vagabonds
jcatterd throughout the colony, a
worthless set on which the mulatioes
pestowed the epithet of *“les petits
blancs.”' The African slave trade was
it its height at this period. More
shan 300 vessels left the const of Afriea
aden with their human freight in
shains; 15,000 annually perished on
he passage: 20,000 yearly found thep
~ay into the slave marts of Saint Do-
ningo.

The revolution in France created
Jolitleal disturbances and differences
wmong the whites in the colony. The
deople of color claimed equal rights
rith the whites: their claims were re.
weted, their leaders were arrested,
fried. «nd put to death. They turced
& the negroes foraid. These had beea
juiet witnesses of this war of caste
I'hey were now wakened by a senso of
sheir own condition. They joined with
she people of color, and insurrection
segan on the night of Aug. 21, 1791
ncendiary fires broke out in several
sluntations in the plains of the north.
The negroes, under the lead of one of
sheir number, a fearless giaat named
Joukinan, now commenced to plunder

.nd buruy indiscriminately. By the
3th one-third of the plantations in
he great plain were in ashes. Ina
seek the whole plaln was swept by
ire. The desolatiou and ruin wase
umost complete from the sea to the
nountains. The ¢3il ran with the
slood of the unbappy plsoters and

sheir families.  Thus began that series

of events nnd disasters known in his-
ory as the ‘Horrors of Saint Domiz-
fo.”" evenis and disasters which re-
mited in the luss to Franee of hex
vichest colony and the establishment
n 1804 of the freo hlzck governmopd
M Hayti.
