teoded for general wear make it eo that
it will escape the grouod. A dust ruf-
fle of teff -ta silk cut bias and made
about seven inches wid+, finished with a
parrow bem and put oo with a tiny erect
headiog, will very much improve the
appearaoce of the ekirt. The ruffle
sbould be ouce and a half as full as the
siirt, and should bo sewed on about
half un ioch above the bindiog on the
insi fe of the skirt. If the skirt is to be
rehuog the back may be made iu an in-
verted box plait, or laid io fen plaite, or
the fullpess may be tucked lengthwise
across the back to a depth of six inches,
and a width of five io the belt.”
