One of the ancient legends
says that its virtues were accidentally
learned by King Shen Nung She, the
Chinese monarch who is also known
a8 “the divine husbandman,” who, the
record says, flourished forty centuries
ago. He was engaged In boiling water
over a fire made of the branches of
the tea plant and carelessly allowed
some of the leaves ro rall into the
pot, ;
The liquid which he expected to
tome from the vessel simply as
sterilized water was miraculously con-
verted into an elixir or life by the
accidental addition of the tea leaves,
Soon after it became highly esteemed
-in all the oriental citles ang was used
43 a royal gift from the Chienese mon-
archs to the potentates of southern

- and western Asia.
