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Masked men blew up a mile of the partially
completed pipe lines of the Kansas Natural Gas
company. No arrests have been made. It is under-
stood that the farmers in the section where tho
piping was destroyed are hostile to the company as
it is a foreign corporation.

Marcus D. Grover, general counsel for tho
Great Northern railway is dead at his home in
St Paul, Minn., at the age of G2 years.

The oldest past master of the order of Odd
Fellows in this country, James P. Sandere, was
asphyxiated by gas in his home in Yonkers, N. Y.,
Dec. 18. He was 86 years old.

An Associated Press dispatch dated Athens,
Ga., Dec. 18, says: "One negro seeks release from
a condition of servitude from ono of his own race.
In Clark county Robert Christopher, coloreu,
through his attorney, has sworn out a warrant be-
fore Commissioner Kinnebrew, charging his half
brother, George Christopher, with compelling him
to work for the latter without any legal right to
do so, and he seeks the aid of the federal court in
procuring his release.
