The Washington correspondent for
the St. Louis Republic, under date of

Mr. Shackleford of Missouri said the
words of President Roosevelt, in his
message on the subject, were bold onesi
spoken in behalf of the people, bu
they were but a reiteration of the sent-
iments of Mr. Bryan and of the declar-
ations in three democratic platforms.
Mr. Shackleford then referf'ed to the
recent remarks of Mr. Willlams of
Mississippi, the minority leader,' that
the democrats would ‘toe-mark’ the
president on this question.

He urged his
colleagues not to lag behind ‘even the
president,” who had asked for a cox:rec-
tion of all the abuses.

The
granting of authority to the interstate
commerce commission to fix rates, he
said, was crossing the line between reg-
ulation and confiscation in a.manner
that outraged the most patent princi-
ples of justice, and he inquired if
anyone could imagine a more ideal
method for the destruction of private
property and one more likely to cor-
rupt the American people. The powers
vested by the bill, he said, were too
