The Illinois state demoeratic con-
vention met in Peoria, August 21. The
following ticket was nominated:

For treasurer—Nikodem L. Ple-
trowskl,

For superintendent of public in-
struction—Miss Caroline Grote,

For university trustees—Daniel R,
Cameron, John 8. Cuneo, Clara T.
Bourland.

The convention was one of the
largest ever held in the gtate, The

principal fight occurred on the prop-
osition to remove National Commit-
teeman Roger C. Sullivan in accord-

ance with the suggestion made
by Mr. Bryan. The Sullivan
forces were in control of the con-

vention, and by a vote of 1,038 to 570
refused to adopt the resolution
calling for Mr. Sullivan's resignation

introduced by Judge Thompson
of Jacksonville, Until the Sullivan
matter came up the convention was
harmonious in the extreme, but upon
the introduction of this matter pan-
demonium raged, and Chairman
Boggs of Fairfield found it impossible
to preserve order, The following is
the resolution introduced by Judge
Thompson

“Resolved, That Roger Sullivan be
required to resign as democratic na-

Mayor Fred Kern of Belleville,

chairman of the committee on reso-
lutions read the platform prepared by
the committee. Mr. Kern announced
that the sub-committee of the resolu-
tions committee had votel down a
resolution, “the substance of which
has been so well advertised that you
all know what it 18, This was the
anti-Sullivan resolution submitted by
the majority rule league. ‘“This res-

olution was voted down by a majority
of the sub-committee, and by a ma-
jority of the resolutions committee,”
said Mr. Kern. “It has been agreed,
however, to have this resolution of-
fered from the floor of the conven-
tion by one of its friends who has
been active in promoting it. Forty-
five minutes will be granted to each
side for "debate.,” Judge ‘Thompson
took the flcor in advocacy of the reso-
lution and ‘in the midst of great dis-
order made a speech in favor of its
adoption. Above the babel of noise,
Mr. Sullivan mounted a chalr in the
midst of his followers and said: “I
desire- that my friends remain in si-
lence until Judge Thompson has fin-
ished.” :

J. N. Perrin of Belleville, Frank
Childs of Chicago, Jesse Black of Pe-
kin, Represeutative Ralney, George
Breman, Chairman Kern and Gover-
nor Algchuler spoke on the resolu-
tions. The roll call then proceeded.}
When Cook county was reached the
vote was announced as 500 for tabl-
ing the resolution and 35 agalnst. A\
demand was made that the Cook coun-
ty vote be polled by wards and pre-
cinetg. This, however, was denied.
The result of the vote to table was
1,038 for and 570 against, and by this
vote National Committeeman Sullivan
was endorsed by the convention. The
changes in the make-up of the state
committee were numerous, But a half
dozen men who made up the commit-
tee as a result of the convention at
Springfield remain thereon. The
committeemen at large are all new.
John P, Hopkins has retired. The
committee held a short session for or-
ganizing -purposes after the adjourn-
ment of the convention, and re-elect-
ed Charles Boeschenstein, chairman,
and D, J. Hogan, seeretary. Frank
Orr of Mt, Steriing was elected treas-
urer.

The platform demands tariff reform,
election of senators by the people and
