LOld Hickory’'s Tender Side

When I first read the account of

the duel between Andrew Jackson and
Charles Dickinson I took a dislike to
the “victor” in that “affair of honor”
that abided with me for years,

Jackson’s action in the affair was
so deliberate, so cold-blooded, so re-
morseless, 1 sald to myselT: “He was
a bad man, a brute, devoid of the
slmplest principles of humanity*’

I have since thanged my mind, and
while the brutality of the Dickinson
duel is still uppermost, the brutality
appears to me in a different light from
what it once did.

When Jackson settled in what was
then called West Tennessee he board-
ed with a Mrs. Donelson, with whorm

also lived Mrs. Donelson’s daughter

and husband, Mr. and Mrs. Lewis Ro-
bards.

Without cause Robards became vio-
lently jealous of Jacksomn. A distin-
guished judege, who was at the time
a fellow boarder with Jackson in the
Donelson home, says that Jackson was
very much disturbed by the trouble
he had caused between Robards and
his wife—a gentle, pure-minded, sen-

- sitive woman—and of Jackson himself

he wrote: “In his singularly delicate
sense of honor, and in what I thought
his ctivalrous conception of the fe-
male sex, it oceurred to me that he
was distingnishable from every other
pergson wi'h whom I was acquainted.”
Conecious of his own chivalry and
of the woman’s purity, Jackson said
to Robards with the fire and Impetu-
osity that always characterized him:
“If I had such a wife I would not wil-
lingly bring a tear to her beautiful
eyes.” But Robards, unable to ap-
preciate Jackson's reverence for wom-
anhood and wifehood, applied to the
Virginia legislature for a divoree.

Hearing of this apolieation, Jack-
son was thoroughly aronged, and, go-
ing to Natchez, where Mrs, Robards
and her mother were stopning, he
asked Mrs. Donelson for permission
to marry her daughtér. To the moth-
er's. query, “Mr, Jackson, would vou
sacrifice your life to save my child's
#ood name?”’ the answer came like
Heghtning: “Ten  thousand lives.
madam, if T had them!” '

In the summer of 1791 Jackson was
marrled to the woman for whom he
had Innocently made so much trouble
—two years hefore the granting of the
divoree—although at the time of the
marriage it was the oninion both of
Jackson and of his friend, Judge Over.
ton, that the divorce had been glven,
