But only the
government can protect us, as railroad
passengers, from Harriman slaughter
and, as railroad shippers, from Harri-
man robbery.

The American people want Harr-
man punished, and they will be bitterly
disappointed if he does not go to pris-
on. If he escapes there is something
80 rotten with the law and the admin-
istrators of the law that they want
the demonstration made so that they
will know where the rottenness is.

Harriman ought to be prosecuted,
and if more Garfields have not been
giving him immunity baths he will he
convicted. Publie opinion will continue
to demand his prosecution in spite of
the opinion of Senator Cullom that the
prosecution would fail, or, indeed, in
spite of such a pessimistic view by
any other authority, however high.
than the United States courts.

The prosecution of Harriman would
be worth while if it did nothing more
than to prove that erimes of such
enormity and infamy can be committed
in this country without incurring the
consequences that atfend the paltey
peculations of a clerk or the pilferings
of a shoplifter.—New York Press, (Re-
publican.)
