After he moved. out to his new
house on Llndoll he arranged an-
other route, whlch he followed until
his infirmities compelled the discon-
tinuance of all outdoor exercise.
There is nothing like walking in the
open air to brush the cobwebs out
of one's brain, but instead of fol-
lowing a glven route day by day, It
is better to choose every day a new
course, where something unexpect-
ed may be seen, which will call off
the mind from its pre-occupation.
Going over the same course makes
walking a mere mechanical perform-
ance, good enough perhaps for the
muscles, but lacking that stimulus
which makes outdoor exercise a re-
lief for the mind, as well as for the-
body.""—8t.
