For the disposition of the
public is always to call down the
man who adopts a contemptuous tone
of superlority toward the publie, and
every statesman with a policy must
have public support if he is to suc-
ceed,

Honesty, deep sincerity, the best
of motives could not excuse such
stupld methods, There Is a wrong
way of trying to do the right thing,
and to the politician It is always
costly, If he is to achieve results
he must keep that fact in mind all
the time, He must work with the
people and not to all appearances
against them. He can never afford
to strike an attitude and pass out the
compliment—"The public be d—4.”

What confronts Mr. Ballinger is
not a nebulous theory but a trouble-
some condition of public sentiment.
And it will be made worse by trucu-
lent methods. The administration
should understand that they can lead
only to disorganization and a dismal
wreck,
