Charles D. Hilles, of Dobbs Ferry,
secretary to President Taft and
chairman of the republican national
committee, was appointed by Gover-
nor Sulzer as a member of the board
of managers of the New York state
training-- school for girls at Hudson.

"Mr. Hilles," said Governor Sul-
zer, "is a resident of Westchester
county and would like to do some-
thing for the state along charitable
and philanthropic lines. Hence I
thought he was just the man to ap-
point to the position." When Mr.
Hilles' nomination was received in
the senate, Majority Leader Wagner
moved its immediate confirmation
which was granted.

"In view not only of the distinc-
tion Mr. Hilles has gained as one of
the citizens of this state," said
Senator Wagner, "but also because
of the very valued and valiant ser-
vice he rendered the democraticparty in the "last campaign, I move
his immediate confirmation."
