Grover Cleveland was a Presby-
terian.

In
his inaugural address, March 4,
1885, he closed with this beautiful
allusion to trust in Almighty God:
“And let us not trust to human ef-
fort alone, but humbly acknowledge
the power and goodness of Almighty
God, who presides over the destinies
of nations, and who has at all times
beén revealed in our country's his-
tory; let us invoke His aid and His
blessings upon our labors.”

Benjamin Harrison was a Preshy-
terian In all his private life as well
as during the years of his presidency.
He was an active member of the
Presbyterian church, His allusion to
the Almighty is, perhaps, less strik-
ing in his inaugural than some of
his predecessors, but it is sufficient
to show the trend of his thought.
