A Washington dispatch, dated
July 24, says: Fraud and gross
profiteering has been uncovered in
many contracts for army shoes,
shirts, leggings and other soldiers’
supplies and equipment as a result
of investigation by army intelligence
and department of justice agents, it
was learned today.

Information shedding light on
methods by which manufacturers
were able to evade rigid inspection
tests and pass inferior articles to fill
government contracts, is understood
to have been gathered from new con-
fessions of some of the 18 raincoat
contractors under arrest in New York
charged with bribery, fraud or con-

ished and in others nearly complete.
The organization is broadening grad-l
