cialism penetrates heneath the
veneer of democratic liberty
and goes audaciously to the root
of popular government.”

The man who argues like this
knows nothing of the theory of
Socialism. He has generally
regarded it as something to be
afraid of and to be antagonized
as an insidious menace to his
welfare. He has now become
familiar with it, not from per:
sonal investigation but from
world-wide demonstrations of its
adoption and commendation in
high circles, as something akin
to a sheet anchor in a storm
He is not yet a convinced So-
cialist, but he has commenced
to prick up his ears and to open
his mind to new impressions.

neighbors both to England and
France, we assumed that they
would be more willing than the
United States to subnut to com-
pulsory service. Yet the con-
trary has been true. 1i Charles
E. Hughes or Theo. Roosevelt
undertook a campaign against

conscription in this country we
should have a situation some-
what analogous to that in Ca-
nada, where Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
the leading figure in the Lib-
eral party, 18 promoting the

agitation against the conscrip-

tion act.
We should not

forget, how-

ever, that Canada has raised an
army of s me 400,000 men by
the wolur eer system That

numher is said to be equal
proportion to 5,000,000 from the
United S:ates. And the Cana-
dians have given good account
of themselves on the battlefield:
they have done, and are doing,
their share in this war for de-
mocracy.

It is not apparent that anti-
conscription agitation in Ca-
nada arises from any flaw or
break in the national fiber. The
Canadians as a whole, we be-
lieve, are determined to “carry
on,” and none more so than
those who have already joined
the colors. It is largely among
the French Canadians that the
anti-war propaganda has found
the most willing audience, and
the reasons for its ready accept
isolation

ance are rooted in the
long maintained by that element
of the Canadian population,
Impartial observers helieve
that the Canadian govern-
ment could have enlisted the
support of the recalcitrant pro
vinces if the right methods had
been adopted from the outset.
The minister of militia, it ap-
pears, allowed partusan consi-
derations to dictate his policy,

with the natural result of furth-
er alienating the French Cana-
dian population

But the big mistake was the

failure to adopt conscription
earlier in the war. It ia certain
that it could have been done

with little difficulty in the first
flush of war spirit, agd it would
have insured tanaq against
much of the internal disturh-
ance she has experienced. In
Canada, just as in England, the
volunteer system has proved
unfair and undemoecratic. It has
taken men who should have re-
mained at home; it has called
forth an exorbitant quota from
certain communities while leav-
ing others untouched.
